The verdict of the Jury regarding the competition for the development of architectural - urban design concept for the seat of the Centre for the Documentation of the Art of Tadeusz Kantor  "Cricoteka" in Nadwiślańska Street in Cracow.
Summary
The competition Jury ascertains a high level of the competition, whose subject and difficult requirements concerning location and restoration guidelines have presented a great challenge for the participants. Those essential but strict limitations have resulted in many of the submissions offering similar solutions.

A significant number of submissions have referred to Tadeusz Kantor’s art too literally or even naively, although the Jury has also been pleased to find designs which attempted at a more profound way of transferring his ideas onto an architectural structure.

The Jury rests assured that the realization of the First Prize is a unique opportunity for the city to animate the Vistula riverside. The erection of Cricoteka offers a unique chance to create a new museum experience and will constitute a crucial moment in the cultural development of the city.

The Jury appeals to the Municipal Authorities for providing the necessary assistance in the execution of this undertaking.

The submission has been awarded for an ambitious attempt to create a public space

which can function both as the stage and the audience – a place of a continuous performance.

The design is clearly inspired by artistic concepts of Tadeusz Kantor, especially the idea of emballage and the art of conflict, tension, breaking stereotypes and unusual collisions of forms and contents.

The submission offers a distinct spatial landmark much needed in this part of the city, a form strongly defining the new panorama of the Podgórze district. It respects the context of the area, treating the building as Kantor’s “object” reflecting the spirit and scale of this postindustrial district of Cracow.

Relieving the ground of the parcel and an original functional arrangement create a new quality of exposing the values of the location, whereas the material solutions emphasise the nature of the artistic intention.
